Foreign trade turnover expressed in US dollarsand in EUR

Exports expressed in USD amounted to 302.9 bn,while importsamounted to USD 319.6 bn
(an increasein exportsof 7.7% and in imports 0f 14.4%). The negative balance reached the
level of USD 16.7 bn, while inthe same period of 2021 year was positiveand amounted to
USD 2.1 bn.

Exports expressed in EURamounted to 283.7 bn, whileimportsamounted to EUR 299.3bn
(an increasein exports of 20.6% and in imports 0f28.1 %). The negative balance reached EUR
15.6 bn,compared to a positive balance of EUR 1.7bnin the same period 0f2021.

Foreign trade turnover of goodsin total and by groups of countries

Poland hasthe largest sharein total exportswith the developed countries - 87.4% (of which
EU 75.8%)and inimports —61.8% (of which EU 51.3%), in comparison with 86.4% (ofwhich EU
75.0%)and 63.4% (of which EU 54.8%)in the corresponding period 0f2021. However, the
smallest share was observed with the countries of Centraland Eastern Europe, which in total
exportsamounted to 4.7%,and in imports - 6.7%, in comparison with 5.7% and 7.7% in the
January - October 2021 period.

The negative balance was recorded with the developing countries - minus PLN 335.3 bn (mi-
nusUSD 76.4 bn, minus EUR71.9 bn)and with the countries of Centraland Eastern Europe
minus PLN 31.4 bn (minus USD 7.7 bn, minus EUR 6.9 bn). The positive balance was obtained
inturnoverwith the developed countries PLN 294.1 bn (USD 67.4 bn, EUR 63.1 bn), of which
with the EU countriesthe balance of PLN 285.3 bn (USD 65.1bn, EUR 61.2 bn).

Foreign trade turnover by major countries

In January - October 2022 amongthe main trade partners of Poland a decrease both in ex-
portsand importswas not observed compared to the same period ofthe last year.

Theturnoverwith thetopten of Polish trade partnersin exportsaccounted for 65.4% (64.5%
inthe same period ofthe last year), whilein totalimports - 63.0% (in comparison with 64.8%
inJanuary- October2021).

Theshare of Germanyin exports decreased in comparison with the corresponding period of
the last year by 0.9 pp and amounted to 27.8% and in imports decreased by 0.9 pp and ac-
countedfor20.2%. The positive balance amounted to PLN 84.9 bn (USD 19.3 bn,EUR 18.2 bn)
in comparison with PLN 82.9 bn (USD 21.7 bn, EUR 18.2 bn) in the same period of 2021.

In January - Octoberthisyear tradeturnoverin goodsaccordingto the SITCnomenclature

comparedtothe same period of 2021, reported an increase in all commoditysections bothin
exportsandimports.

In exportsthelargestincrease concerned commodities andtransaction not classified else-
whereintheSITC(by 142.4%), mineral fuels, lubricants and related materials (by 136.4%), ani-
maland vegetable oils, fats and waxes (by 98.7%), food and live animals (by 32.7%), chemicals
and related products (by 28.9%), manufactured goods classified chiefly by material (by 24.6%),
crude materialsinedible, except fuels (by 17.5%), machineryand transport equipment (by
17.3%), miscellaneous manufacturedarticles (by 14.0%) and beverages and tobacco (by 7.0 %).

Inimportsan increase was recorded incommodities and transaction notclassified elsewhere
inthe SITC(by219.3%), mineralfuels, lubricants and related materials (by 114.7%), animal and
vegetable oils, fats and waxes (by 83.1%), crude materials inedible, except fuels (by 32.7%),
chemicalsand related products (by 28.2%), food and live animals (by 28.1%), miscellaneous
manufactured articles (by 24.2%), manufactured goods classified chiefly by material (by 23.7%),
beveragesand tobacco (by 20.4%),and machineryand transport equipment(by 14.7%).
