Foreign trade turnover'in January - June 2023 in
exports at current prices amounted to PLN 821.4
bn,whilein imports-PLN 790.6 bn. The positive
balancereached thelevel of PLN 30.8 bn, while
in the same period 0f 2022 year was negative
and amounted to PLN 42.4 bn. In comparison to
the corresponding period of last year exports
increased by 6.1%, whileimports decreased by3.2%.

Foreign trade turnover expressed in US dollarsand in EUR

Exports expressed in USD amounted to 190.3bn, while importsamounted to USD 183.1 bn
(an increasein exports of 2.4% and decrease in imports 0f6.6%). The positive balance
reached the level of USD 7.2 bn, whilein the same period 0f2022 year was negative and
amountedto USD10.3 bn.

Exports expressed in EURamounted to 176.4 bn,whileimportsamounted to EUR169.8 bn
(an increasein exports of 4.9% and decrease inimports of 4.3%). The positive balance
reached EUR 6.6 bn, compared to a negative balance of EUR9.3 bninthe same period of
2022.

Foreign trade turnover of goodsin total and by groups of countries

Poland hasthe largest sharein total exportswith the developed countries - 86.8% (of which
EU 75.0%)and in imports - 65.3% (of which EU 53.8%), in comparison with 88.1% (ofwhich EU
76.7%)and 62.3% (of which EU 53.0%) in the corresponding period 0f2022. However, the
smallest share was observed with the countries of Centraland Eastern Europe, which in total
exportsamounted to 4.9%,and inimports - 2.6%,in comparison with 4.2% and 7.9%in Janu-
ary - June 2022.

The negative balance was recorded with the developing countries - minus PLN 185.2 bn (mi-
nusUSD 42.9 bn, minus EUR 39.8 bn). The positive balance was obtained in turnover with
othergroupsofcountries,i.e.Centraland Eastern Europe PLN 19.5 bn (USD 4.5 bn, EUR 4.2
bn)and with developed countries PLN 196.6 bn (USD 45.5 bn, EUR 42.2 bn), of which with the
EU countriesthe balance of PLN 191.0 bn (USD 44.2 bn, EUR 41.0 bn).

Foreign trade turnover by major countries

In January - June 2023 amongthe main trade partners of Poland increasesin exports were
observed compared to January - June 2022, except Slovakia where exports decreased by 1.6%.
However, in January - June 2023 imports decreased with Germany by 7.7%, China by 6.6%, It-
aly by 5.3%, Czechia by 2.8% and Belgium by 0.1% in comparison with the same period of
2022.

Theturnoverwith thetop ten of Polish trade partnersin exportsaccounted for 66.1% (65.3%
inthe same period 0f2022 year), whileintotalimports - 60.5% (in comparison with 59.6% in
January- June 2022).

Theshare of Germanyin exportsincreased in comparison with the corresponding period of
2022 year by 0.1 ppand amounted to 28.0% and in imports decreased by 1.0 pp and ac-
counted for19.9%. The positive balance amounted to PLN 72.5 bn (USD 16.7 bn, EUR15.5 bn)
in comparison with PLN 45.0 bn (USD 10.8 bn, EUR 9.7 bn) in the same period of 2022.

In January - June 2023 tradeturnoverin goodsaccordingto the SITCnomenclature reported
anincreasein5 commoditysectionsin exportsandin 4 commoditysectionsinimports com-
paredto the same period 0f2022.

In exportsthe largestincrease concemed beverages and tobacco (by 27.9%), food and live ani-
mals (by 16.6%), machineryand transport equipment (by 16.0%), miscellaneous manufactured
articles (by 4.3%),animal and vegetable oils, fats and waxes (by 3.7%). There was a decreasein
commodities andtransaction not classified elsewhere in the SITC(by 41.2%), crude materials
inedible, except fuels (by 14.6%), mineral fuels, lubricants and related materials (by 8.9%),
manufactured goods classified chiefly by material (by 5.8%) and chemicals andrelated prod-
ucts (by 4.2%).

Inimportsanincrease was recorded in beverages and tobacco (by 24.7%), food and live ani-
mals (by 13.5%), mineralfuels, lubricants and related materials (by 9.9%), machineryand
transport equipment (by 9.0%). The largest decrease was recorded in commodities andtrans-
action not classified elsewherein the SITC(by 61.6%), animal and vegetable oils, fats and
waxes (by22.0%), manufactured goods classified chiefly by material (by 16.5%), crude materials
inedible, except fuels (by 14.0%), miscellaneous manufacturedarticles (by 5.1%) and chemicals
and related products (by 4.2%).
