Foreign trade turnover expressed in US dollars and in EUR

Exports expressed in USD amounted to 218.4 bn USD while imports amounted to USD 222.1 bn
(an increase in exports of 14.5% and in imports of 17.7%). The negative balance reached the level
of USD 3.7 bn (in the corresponding period of the 2017, the positive balance amounted to

USD 2.0 bn).

Exports expressed in EUR amounted to 183.0 bn while imports amounted to EUR 186.2 bn
(an increase in exports of 6.5% and in imports of 9.5%). The negative balance reached the
level of EUR 3.2 bn compared to positive balance EUR 1.8 bn in the same period in 2017.

ber 2017.

The negative balances were recorded with developing countries — minus PLN 142.5 bn (minus
USD 39.9 bn, minus EUR 33.6 bn) and with countries Central and Eastern Europe - minus PLN
26.5 bn (minus USD 7.5 bn, minus EUR 6.2 bn). The positive balances were obtained in turnover
with developed countries PLN 155.5 bn (USD 43.7 bn, EUR 36.6 bn), of which EU countries a bal-

ance of PLN 160.2 bn (USD 45.0 bn, EUR 37.7 bn).

In January - October this year among the main trade partners of Poland there was an
increase in exports to the United States, Germany, Russia, Netherlands, Hungary, France
Czech Republic, Sweden and United Kingdom, and imports — from all countries from the
main trade partners of Poland.

The turnover with the top ten of Polish trade partners in exports in January — October 2018
accounted for 66.6% (66.4% in the same period last year), while total imports - 65.0%
(against 65.5% after ten months of the 2017).

The share of Germany in exports increased in comparison with the corresponding period of
last year by 0.6 pp and amounted to 28.0%, and imports has decreased by 0.6 pp and

accounted for 22.5%. The positive balance amounted to PLN 39.8 bn (USD 11.2 bn, EUR 9.4 bn)

against PLN 33.4 bn (USD 8.6 bn, EUR 7.8 bn) in the same period of 2017.
