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PREFACE 
 
 This publication is successive edition of the study published on a quarterly basis by the Central 
Statistical Office as part of the series titled “Information and statistical papers”. 
 The aim of this publication is presenting basic data about industry from the perspective of sections, 
divisions and groups which allows to perform a comparable analysis and demonstrate changes occurring 
in industry.  
 The information contained in the publication largely concerns the value and indices of the sold 
production and shows production quantity of major products, employment, wages and salaries, prices indices 
of sold production, new orders and turnover, worked time, investment outlays, financial results and relations 
in industry. 
 In the major part of the study, figures are presented in tables and partially in charts. Part A covers 
review data, part B presents information as per divisions of industry and part C focuses on the information 
concerning industry groups. 
 The data presented in the publication is a result of monthly statistical survey on economic activity – 
DG-1, monthly survey on production and inventories – P-02, monthly survey on producer prices – C-01 and 
quarterly financial survey – F-01/I-01. 
 The works related to preparing and developing this publication have been carried out by the 
employees of the Production Department in co-operation with the employees of the Demographic Surveys and 
Labour Market Department, the Enterprises Department and the Statistical Computing Centre.

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GENERAL NOTES 
 
 1. The data presented in this publication concern entities performing business activities categorised, in 
accordance with the Polish Classification of Activities 2007 (PKD 2007), as industry, i.e. into the following  
sections: "Mining and quarrying", "Manufacturing", "Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply” and 
also “Water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities” and in regard to manufacture 
of products they also concern economic entities performing other kinds of activities – manufacturing industrial 
products. PKD 2007 was compiled on the basis of Statistical Classification of Economic Activities in the 
European Community – NACE Rev. 2 and introduced on 1st January 2008 by the decree of Council of 
Ministers dated 24 December 2007 (Journal of Laws No. 251, item 1885). 
 
 Presented data concern: 
- in tables 1, 4-5, 8-11, 13 – entities employing more than 9 persons, 
- in tables 3 and 12 – entities employing more than 49 persons and a 10% representation of entities with the 

number of employees within the range 10 to 49, 
- in tables 14 and 21 – entities employing more than 49 persons, 
- in tables 2, 15-20, 22-23 – entities keeping accounting ledgers and employing more than 49 persons, 
- in tables 6 and 7 – producers of industrial products employing more than 49 persons, but in the case of 

producers of electricity – regardless of the number of employees. In the second quarter of the year, the 
annual data presented in table 6 are subject to revision taking into account the results from producers of 
industrial products, with the number of employees within the range 10 to 49. 

 

  Products are grouped according to PRODPOL nomenclature compiled on the basis of the Polish 
Classification of Goods and Services (PKWiU 2015) and PRODCOM List. PKWiU 2015 was introduced by 
the decree of Council of Ministers, dated 4 September 2015 (Journal of Laws of 2015, item 1676) that takes 
effect from 1 January 2016, in statistics, registration, documentation and accounting, and also in official 
registers and public administration information systems. 
 

 2. Data by the NACE sections, divisions and groups are compiled  using the enterprise method and 
according to the respective organizational status of units. 
 

 3. Indices of sold production are presented on the basis of value at constant prices. The constant prices 
shall be the 2010 constant prices (the 2010 average current prices). Indices with the base of  the monthly 
average of 2010 = 100 were calculated using the chain-base index method.  
 Indices of production seasonally adjusted using the JDEMETRA+ software and TRAMO/SEATS method – 
contain the trend and irregular component. Seasonal adjustment consists in elimination of the calendar 
variability effect and the variability of working days (changes of working time in succeeding months) and 
seasonality effect (annual, regular deviations from the trend, observed in annual cycle). 

In the current edition, indices of the sold production of industry, seasonally adjusted, have been changed as 
a result of the routine revision made on a yearly basis. 
 

 4. Sold production concerns the total activity of an economic entity, i.e. both industrial and non-industrial 
production.  

Sold production of industry includes: 
1) the value of finished products sold, semi-finished products and parts of own production (regardless of 

whether due payments for them have been received or not); 
2) the value of paid work and services rendered, i.e. both industrial and non-industrial; 
3) flat agent’s fee in the case of concluding an agreement on commission terms or full agent’s fee in the case 

of concluding an agency agreement; 
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4) the value of the manufactured products not categorised as sale, but included in sales, namely, the value of 
own products supplied to own retail sales outlets, own catering establishments, own warehouses, the  
value of benefits transferred to the social benefits fund, the value of own products (goods and services) 
manufactured and transferred for increasing the value of own fixed assets, the value of goods and services 
transferred free of charge for the purpose of representation and advertisement, the value of goods and�
services provided for the tax payer’s and staff’s personal needs as well as donations of goods and services 
rendered free of charge. 

 
    5. Data on the value of sold production of the industry are presented without value added tax (VAT) and 
the excise tax, but including the value of subsidies on products and services, in so-called basic prices.  
 
    6. Indicator of new orders in industry serves to assess the future production and shows development of 
demand for industrial products (goods and services) in the selected divisions of the ’’Manufa�turing’’ section 
– divisions no. 13, 14, 17, 20, 21, 24 - 30 according to the NACE 2007. New orders in industry are defined as 
the value of contracts (without value added tax – VAT) binding on a producer and a third party in respect of 
supply of products (goods and services). 
�
    7. Turnover of industry� concerns the total activity of an economic entity, i.e. both industrial and  
non-industrial activity and includes: 
1) net revenues from sale of products within country and for export which have been manufactured by an entity 

(finished goods, semi-finished goods and services) as well as packaging, equipment and external services if 
they are invoiced to the customers together with products;  

2) revenues from sale of goods and materials (i.e. tangible current assets purchased for resale in a non-
processed condition and products manufactured by the entity if they are sold in its own shops network 
along with goods manufactured by other producers). 

Data on the value of turnover of the industry are presented without value added tax (VAT) and excise tax. 
 
    8. Average monthly nominal wage and salary per employee are computed assuming the following: 
personal wages and salaries (excluding wages and salaries of outworkers and apprentices as well as persons 
employed abroad), payments due to share in profit or the balance surplus in co-operatives, extra annual wages 
and salaries for employees of budgetary sphere entities, fees paid to selected groups of employees for 
performing work in accordance with labour contract.  
 Data on average monthly wages and salaries are presented in gross terms. 
 
    9. Time worked is the time spent in service in normal hours’ work, i.e. during the working hours 
applicable for a given group of employees and overtime, i.e. time worked over an employee's statutory 
standard working hours. 
 
 10. Price indices of sold production of industry are calculated on the basis of monthly representative 
survey on prices of products and services actually received by specifically selected economic units, included  
in the sections: "Mining and quarrying", "Manufacturing", "Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning 
supply” and also “Water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities”. 
 Price indices for each type of activity, with the base corresponding period of previous year=100, are 
computed as averages of price indices of aggregates at lower levels weighted by their sales value of 2010, 
which is updated monthly by the price and sale structure changes, occurring in subsequent months of a year, 
to which the price indices refer.  
 The price indices illustrate changes in prices resulting from actually introduced price changes and changes 
in the commodity structure of sales and  the structure of customers. 
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 11. Data on financial results of enterprises are in accordance with the Accounting Act dated 29 September 
1994 (uniform text Journal of Laws 2013, item 330, with later amendments). 
 
 12. Revenues from total activity (amounts received and due) include: 
1) net revenues from sale of products which have been manufactured by an entity (finished goods, semi-

finished goods and services) as well as packaging, equipment and external services if they are invoiced to 
the customers together with the products, including subsidies on products;  

2) net revenues from sale of goods and materials (i.e. tangible current assets purchased for resale in a non-
processed condition and products manufactured by the entity if they are sold in own shops network along 
with goods manufactured by other manufacturers) including sums due from the sale of re-use packages; 

3) other operating revenues, i.e. revenues indirectly related to the basic activity of the entity, in particular: 
profits from the sale of non-financial fixed assets (fixed assets, assets under construction, intangible fixed 
assets, investments in real estate and rights), assets (cash) received free of charge, including donated 
assets, as well as damages, reversed provisions, adjustments of the depreciation value for non-financial 
assets, revenues from social activities, revenues from rent or lease of fixed assets or investments in real 
estate and rights; 

4) financial revenues, i.e. revenues from financial operations conducted by an entity: amounts due in respect of 
dividends and share in profits, interest on loans granted, interest on term deposits, default interest, profits 
from the sale of investments, reduction of depreciation write-offs relating to investments due to the fact that 
the reasons resulting in the permanent loss of their value have ceased to exist (whether partially or totally), 
surplus of foreign exchange gains over losses.�

 
 13. Costs of obtaining revenues from total activity include: 
1) cost of products sold (goods and services) i.e. the total costs decreased by the costs of generating benefits 

for the needs of the entity and corrected by change in product stocks; 
2) cost of goods and materials sold according to procurement (purchase) prices; 
3) other operating costs, i.e. costs indirectly related to operating activity of the entity, in particular: loss on the 

sale of non-financial fixed assets, i.e. surplus of the value of sold fixed assets over the revenues from their 
sale, depreciation of leased or rented fixed assets and tixed assets under construction, unplanned write-offs 
(write-offs by virtue of a permanent loss of value), fines, penalties and indemnities paid, partially or fully 
written-off liabilities related to bankruptcy, composition or restructuring proceedings, reserves made for 
future certain liabilities or liabilities which are likely to occur (loss on current business transaction), write-
offs updating the value of non-financial assets, costs of maintaining premises required for social activity, 
donations or fixed assets received free of charge; 

4) financial costs, i.e., among others, interest from contracted credits and loans, interest and discount on 
bonds issued by the entity, default interest, loss on the sale of investments, write-offs updating the value of 
investments, the surplus of foreign exchange losses over gains. 

 
 14. Financial result from the sale of products, goods and materials constitutes a difference between net 
revenues gained from the sale of products, goods and materials and costs borne for their obtaining (cost of 
products sold, goods and materials). 
 
 15. Gross financial result (profit or loss) is the result on economic activity corrected by result on 
extraordinary events.  
 
 16. Net financial result (profit or loss) is obtained after decreasing of the gross financial result by 
obligatory encumbrances, which include corporate and personal income tax as well as other payments 
resulting from other regulations. 
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 17. Cost level indicator: 
1) from total  activity constitutes the relation of the costs of obtaining revenues from total activity to revenues 

from total activity; 
2) from sale of products, goods and materials constitutes the relation of the costs of obtaining revenues from 
sale of products, goods and materials to net revenues from sale of products, goods and materials. 
 
 18. Sales profitability rate constitutes the relation of the financial result from the sale of products, goods 
and materials to net revenues from sale of products, goods and materials. 
 
 19. Gross turnover profitability rate constitutes the relation of gross financial result to revenues from total 
activity. 
 
 20. Net turnover profitability rate constitutes the relation of net financial result to revenues from total 
activity. 
 
 21. Financial liquidity indicator of the first degree constitutes the relation of short-term investments to 
short-term liabilities. 
 
 22. Financial liquidity indicator of the second degree constitutes the relation of short-term investments 
and short-term dues to short-term liabilities. 
�
 23. Financial liquidity indicator of the third degree constitutes the relation of the current assets of the 
entity (stocks, short-term receivables, short-term investments and short-term deferred expenses)  to short-term 
liabilities (excluding special funds). 
 
 24. Current assets are a part of the property controlled and used by an entity in its operating activity whose 
value has been determined in a reliable manner resulting from past events and bound to generate economic 
benefits to the entity in the future. They include: stocks (tangible current assets) and short-term: dues, 
investments and inter-period settlements. 
 
 25. Short-term dues include total dues from deliveries and services and the whole or part of other dues, 
which are not financial assets, with the maturity of twelve months as of the balance sheet date. 
 
 26. Short-term liabilities (excluding special funds) are total trade liabilities and the whole or part of other 
liabilities with the maturity of twelve months as of the balance sheet date. 
 
 27. Long-term liabilities are total liabilities with the maturity of more than twelve months as at the balance 
sheet date, apart from trade liabilities. 
 
 28. Relative numbers (indices, percentages) are calculated, as a rule, on the basis of absolute data 
expressed with higher precision than that presented in the tables. 
 
 29. Grand totals of some monthly data may differ from data on an accrued base. 
 
 30. Due to the rounding of data, in some cases sums of components can differ from the amount given in the 
item “total”.

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ANALYTICAL COMMENTS 

 
1. General characteristics of economic situation 

 
According to preliminary estimates, total sold production of industry in 2016 was by 3.2% higher 

than in the previous year (an increase of 6.0% in 2015). 

In enterprises employing over 9 persons sold production of industry was by 3.1% higher than in 2015 

(an increase of 4.9% in 2015). In 2016, two sections of industry saw an increase in production: manufacturing – 

by 4.1% (an increase of 5.8% in the previous year), water supply; sewerage, waste management and 

remediation activities – by 3.0% (an increase of 3.4% in the previous year). Production decreased in mining 

and quarrying – by 5.2% (an increase of 1.8% in the previous year). Sold production in electricity, gas, steam 

and air conditioning supply continued to fall – by 3.5% (a decrease of 3.1% in the previous year). 

Among the main industrial groupings, in 2016, as compared to 2015, an increase was reported in 

the durable consumer goods – by 6.3%, the non-durable consumer goods – by 5.0%, the intermediate goods 

and the capital goods – by 3.7% each. Decreased the sales of  the energy – by 4.0%.  

In 2016, labour productivity in the industry measured by sold production per paid employee was by 
0.9% higher than in the previous year, with higher average paid employment – by 2.2%, and higher average 
monthly gross wages and salaries – by 3.2%. A growth in labour productivity was noted in all sections of 
industry: the highest –- in mining and quarrying – by 2.3%, lesser –- in water supply; sewerage, waste 
management and remediation activities – by 1.0%, in manufacturing – by 0.9% and in electricity, gas, steam 
and air conditioning supply – by 0.4%. The growth in labour productivity was noted, among others, 
in manufacture of leather and related products  – by 8.0%, textiles –  by 7.7%, wearing apparel –  by 7.2%, 
other manufacturing by 6.4%, manufacture of computer, electronic and optical products – by 6.1%, furniture 
and tobacco products – by 5.4% each, beverages – by 3.9%, food products – by 3.7% and metal products – 
by 3.4%.  

In 2016, an increase in sold production was reported in 24 (out of 34) industry divisions, which 

share accounted for 80.0% of the total industrial production value. An increase in sold production was 

observed, among others, in: manufacture of textiles – by 16.3%, furniture – by 12.1%, metal products – 

by 8.8%, motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers – by 7.2%, computer, electronic and optical products – 

by 6.9%, rubber and plastic products – by 6.8%, food products – by 6.4%, other non-metallic mineral 

products – by 6.3%, machinery and equipment  – by 3.6%, paper and paper products and leather and related 

products – by 3.5% each.  

In 2016, a decrease in sold production was observed, among others, in: mining of coal and lignite – 

by 5.4%, manufacture of other transport equipment – by 5.3%, electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning 

supply – by 3.5% and manufacture of coke and refined petroleum products – by 4.7%. 

In comparison with 2015, in the structure of sold production increased the share of manufacturing 
(from 85.9% to 86.9%) and water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities (from 
2.3% to 2.4%). The share of electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply decreased (from 7.9% to 
7.2%) and mining and quarrying (from 3.8% to 3.5%).  
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Among divisions of manufacturing the share of the following went up: motor vehicles, trailers and 
semi-trailers (from 10.4% to 11.2%), food products (from 15.8% to 16.4%), metal products (from 6.5% to 
6.8%), rubber and plastic products (from 6.2% to 6.5%), furniture (from 2.9% to 3.2%), other non-metallic 
mineral products (from 3.8% to 3.9%), paper and paper products (from 3.0% to 3.1%), computer, electronic 
and optical products (from 2.9% to 3.0%), textiles (from 0.9% to 1.0%), tobacco products (from 0.4% to 
0.5%). The share went down, among others, of the following: manufacture of coke and refined petroleum 
products (from 5.3% to 4.6%), repair and installation of machinery and equipment (from 2.2% to 1.7%), 
manufacture of beverages (from 1.7% to 1.5%), chemicals and chemical products (from 4.7% to 4.5%), basic 
metals (from 3.8% to 3.6%). 

In 2016, a decrease in prices of sold production of industry was negligible, as compared to the 

previous year, and amounted to 0.1% (a decrease of 2.2% in 2015). The drop in prices was reported in 

electricity, gas steam and air conditioning supply – by 2.3% (an increase of 0.7% in the previous year) and in 

mining and quarrying – by 1.4% (a decrease of 3.9% in the previous year). The price increases were in: water 

supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities – by 1.5% (an increase of 1.2% in the 

previous year) and – a slight one – in manufacturing – by 0.1% (a decrease of 2.6% in the previous year). 

14 divisions of manufacturing saw price increase, among others: printing and reproduction of  recorded 

media (by 4.0%), manufacture of motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers (by 3.6%), tobacco products (by 

3.3%), other transport equipment and paper and paper products (by 2.5% each), leather and related products 

(by 2.3%), rubber and plastic products and pharmaceutical products (by 1.6% each). The price decrease was 

seen in: manufacture of  coke and refined petroleum products (by 6.8%), chemicals and chemical products 

(by 2.4%), beverages (by 1.2%) and computer, electronic and optical products (by 1.0%).  

In individual months of 2016 a high increase in new orders in industry was observed, and only in July 

the growth was meagre – by 0.4% per year. The biggest increase was recorded in December –  by 53.0%, 

June –  by 30.4%, April –  by 29.5% and in May – by 29.0%.  

The high growth in orders, in December 2016, was driven by a large increase in domestic orders – 

by 94.1% per year (a previous year's growth was much smaller reaching a 3.1% mark). Non-domestic orders 

rose by 28.6% (a 4.6% increase in previous year), and their share in the value of total new orders stood at 

52.8% (62.8% a year earlier). 

In 2016, the largest increase in new orders – over 100% – as compared to the corresponding month 

of the previous year, were recorded in manufacture of metal products (in December by 243.0%), manufacture 

of textiles (in July by 114.7%, August by 106.2%, November by 105.7%, September by 104.2%, October by 

101.8% and in February by 100.2%) and in manufacture of other transport equipment (in January by 131.4% 

and December by 127.8%), while an increase – over 50% – was reached, among others, in manufacture of 

pharmaceutical products (in October by 95.1%, February by 88.6%, May by 63.5% and in April by 52.6%) 

and manufacture of motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers (in June by 65.6%, August by 57.1%, May  

by 53.5%). 

In 2016 new orders dropped, among others, in manufacture of pharmaceutical products (the largest 

decrease was in July by 53.3%, August by 40.0%), manufacture of computer, electronic and optical products 

(the largest one in August by 17.8%, July by 15.4% and June by 10.7%). 
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In December 2016, in comparison with December 2015, in the structure of new orders in industry, the 

share of manufacture of metal products increased (from 10.9% to 24.4%) and manufacture of textiles 

(from 1.1% to 1.4%), however, decreased in the manufacture of motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers 

(from 23.8% to 20.6%), manufacture of electrical equipment (from 9.8% to 7.4%), manufacture of computer, 

electronic and optical products (from 8.4% to 6.1%). 

 

2. Diverse dynamics of sold production and manufacture of industrial products  
 

In 2016, dynamics of sold production and labour productivity measured by sold production  

in constant prices per paid employee by divisions (in enterprises employing more than 9 persons), were 

 as follows:

Out of 77 groups presented in table 21 in part C of this publication, an increase in sold production 

in 2016 was recorded in 59 industry groups, of which in 4 groups by more than 30%, i.e. in manufacture 

of instruments and appliances for measuring, testing and navigation; watches and clocks; forging, pressing, 
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stamping and roll-forming of metal; powder metallurgy; manufacture of other products of first processing 

of steel; manufacture of steam generators, except central heating hot water boilers.  

An increase higher than 20% was observed in 3 groups – in manufacture of abrasive products and 

non-metallic mineral products n.e.c.; manufacture of bodies (coachwork) for motor vehicles; manufacture 

of trailers and semi-trailers; manufacture of other textiles. The growth of sold production of industry of more 

than 10% – was recorded, among others, in casting of metals; in processing and preserving of  fruit and 

vegetables; manufacture of grain mill products, starches and starch products; building of ships and boats; 

manufacture of metal forming machinery and machine-tools; manufacture of other porcelain and ceramic 

products; manufacture of structural metal products; processing and preserving of fish, crustaceans and 

molluscs.    

The lower level of sold production, as compared to the previous year, was recorded in 18 groups, 

in 7 of which a decrease was over 10%. Sharpest drops were recorded, among others, in: installation 

of industrial machinery and equipment; manufacture of railway locomotives and rolling stocks; cutting, 

shaping and finishing of stone; manufacture of other electrical equipment; manufacture of vegetable and 

animal oils and fats ; manufacture of agricultural and forestry machinery; sawmilling and planning of wood. 

A decrease was recorded, among others, in  manufacture of basic iron and steel and of ferroalloys; 

manufacture of tubes, pipes hollow profiles and related fittings, of steel; materials recovery; manufacture 

of refined petroleum products; manufacture of consumer electronics; manufacture of tanks, reservoirs and 

containers of metal. 

Out of 161 major products and groups of products presented in the table 7, in 2016, sold production 

of 96 of them was higher than in the preceding year, and of 10 of them was higher than 20%.  

A significant growth – more than 30% – was recorded in manufacture of containers; engines; 

wooden furniture for kitchen; tyres for agricultural machinery and equipment  and the growth between 20 -

 30% – was, among others, in: manufacture of unwrought primary aluminium; wooden furniture for bedroom; 

gas meters; frozen fish fillets from sea fish. In additions, more than in the previous year were produced, 

among others, poultry meat; pesticides; wooden furniture for dining and living room; windows and doors, 

their frames and thresholds, of wood; chemical products; hair care products; galvanicels and piles; particle 

board and similar board of wood or other ligneous materials; loading machinery for agricultural use; 

corrugated paperboard; footwear; dish washing machines; cartons, boxes and cases of paper and 

paperboard; fruit and vegetable juice; sawnwood; accumulators for motor vehicles; ceramic roof tiles; soap, 

organic surface-active products and preparations used  as a soap; rolling bearings; glass; processed liquid 

milk; porcelain or china tableware and kitchenware; floor coverings; vacuum cleaners; cement; tyres: 

carpets; bed linen; water meters; motor gasoline.  

The production of 65 products and groups of products was lower than in the previous year, and 

in the case of 20 of them the decrease was over 10%. In 2016, a decrease was observed, among others, 

in manufacture of machinery and equipment for construction, road and drainage work; machinery for 

agriculture and forestry; domestic food grinders, mixers, and fruit or vegetable extractors; structural-floor 

clay hollow bricks; canned meat and meat products; gas stoves with oven; electric motors and generators; 
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bricks made of clay; computers; veneers; railway wagons; yogurt; milk and cream powder; hard coal and 

lignite, fuel and diesel oils; sanitary ceramic fixtures; crude steel. 

3.  Stocks of finished products 
 

The value of stocks of finished products in current prices in industrial enterprises (keeping 

accounting ledgers and employing more than 49 persons) was as of the end of December 2016 higher by 0.5% 

in comparison to the end of December 2015 and their share in the structure of total stocks decreased from 

26.0% to 24.9%. The relation of the total value of stocks of finished products to net revenues from the sale 

of products was 3.2% (3.3% a year earlier), however if the manufacture of food products and beverages were 

excluded, it would stand at 3.0% (3.1% a year earlier). 

The relation deteriorated, among others, in: manufacture of other transport equipment (from 1.5% 

to 3.2%), basic metals (from 4.2% to 4.8%), repair and installation of machinery and equipment (from 0.3% 

to 0.7%), manufacture of other non-metallic mineral products (from 6.9% to 7.1%), metal products (from 

3.0% to 3.2%). 

The relation improved, among others, in: mining of coal and lignite (from 4.9% to 2.1%), other 

manufacturing (from 6.3% to 5.1%), manufacture of coke and refined petroleum products (from 4.6% 

to 3.8%), computer, electronic and optical products (from 2.3% to 1.7%), furniture (from 3.8% to 3.5%), 

paper and paper products (from 3.6% to 3.4%).  

4.  Costs and financial results of enterprises 

 
In 2016, financial results of industrial enterprises (keeping accounting ledgers and employing more 

than 49 persons) were better than in the previous year. The basic economic–financial indicators improved. 

The year saw a higher than in the previous year the financial result from the sale of products, goods and 

materials, the result on other operating activities and both gross and net financial results. As a result of faster 

growth of revenues from total activity than that of costs of obtaining revenues from total activity, the cost level 

indicator went down.  

Financial result from the sale of products, goods and materials increased from 69054.3 mln zl, 

to 84221.2 mln zl and was by 22.0% higher than in 2015. There was a significant improvement in result on 

financial activity – from minus 6211.0 mln zl to 1178.7 mln zl. The result on other operating activities also 

improved, which increased from 612.7 mln zl to 636.2 mln zl, (i.e. growth by 3.8% y-o-y).  

Revenues from total activity were up by 3.0% on the previous year. This increase was influenced by 

a significant increase in financial revenues – by 19.0% and other operating revenues – by 9.7%. Net revenues 

from sale of products, having the highest share in revenues from total activity (80.1%) grew by 3.4% in 2016. 

A 1.0% decline in net revenues from sale of goods and materials on the previous year was noted and their 

share in revenues from total activity amounted to 16.7%.  

Costs of obtaining revenues from total activity, in 2016, were by 1.3% higher than in the previous 

year. Growth was reported in other operating costs – by 9.9% and cost of products sold  – by 2.1%, while 

a drop in financial cost – by 14.7% and value of sold goods and materials – by 1.5%.  
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As a result of faster growth of revenues from total activity than that of the costs of obtaining 

revenues from total activity, the cost level indicator improved from 95.2% in 2015 to 93.7% .The improvement 

of this indicator was observed in 18 divisions of industry, among others, in electricity, gas, steam and air 

conditioning supply, manufacture of coke and refined petroleum products, in mining of coal and lignite, in 

manufacture of basic metals, other transport equipment, textiles, tobacco products.  

The deterioration of the indicator was seen in: manufacture of leather and related products,  

electrical equipment, water collection, treatment and supply, manufacture of beverages, repair and 

installation of  machinery and equipment, manufacture of pharmaceutical  products.  

In 2016, gross financial result equalled 86036.2 mln zl and was higher by 22603.1 mln zl, 

(i.e. by 35.6%) than in 2015. The improvement of this result was noted in all sections of the industry. 

The largest one in mining and quarrying – from minus 480.3 mln zl to 2293.3 mln zl and in electricity, gas, 

steam and air conditioning supply – from 5711.2 mln zl to 15474.2 mln zl. In manufacturing gross financial 

result increased from 56237.2 mln zl, to 66203.9 mln zl (an increase by 17.7%) and in section – water supply; 

sewerage, waste management and remediation activities – from 1965.0 mln zl, to 2064.9 mln zl (i.e. by 5.1%). 

Gross financial result consisted of gross profit of 96130.5 mln zl, (an increase of 16.2% y-o-y) and gross loss 

of 10094.3 mln zl, (a decrease of 47.7% y-o-y).  

Net financial result equalled 73516.9 mln zl, i.e. by 19721.6 mln zl (a 36.7% increase on 2015). 

It comprised net profit amounting to 83354.8 mln zl, generated by 83.7% of enterprises (84.7% in the 

preceding year) and net loss of 9837.9 mln zl.  

The highest improvement of net and gross financial results was noted, among others, in: electricity, 

gas, steam and air conditioning supply, manufacture of coke and refined petroleum products, food products, 

basic metals, motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers, rubber and plastic products, chemicals and chemical 

products.  

Gross and net financial results saw highest deterioration, among others, in: manufacture 

of electrical equipment, beverages, repair and installation of machinery and equipment, manufacture 

of machinery and equipment, pharmaceutical products, leather and related products. 

Profitability rate in sales of products, goods and materials increased from 5.4% to 6.4%, 

profitability rate of gross turnover – from 4.8% to 6.3%, profitability rate of net turnover – from 4.1% to 

5.4%, the first degree financial liquidity – from 35.9% to 36.9%. The second degree financial liquidity 

decreased from 102.2% to 101.4% and the third degree financial liquidity – from 151.5% to 148.9%. 

Relation between short–term liabilities and short–term dues from deliveries and services was higher 

than in the previous year and stood at 91.0% versus 88.2%. Liabilities from deliveries and services exceeded 

the level of dues, in: manufacture of tobacco products, mining of coal and lignite, basic metals, motor 

vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers. 

In total cost composition in 2016 the share of costs of depreciation decreased (from 5.9% to 5.1%) 

and costs of materials and energy (from 60.4% to 60.2%). Whereas the share of external services increased 

(from 13.3% to 13.7%), wages and salaries (from 10.6% to 11.0%) and taxes and dues (from 5.6% to 5.8%). 

The share of costs of social security and other benefits was at the same level (2.7%) and other types  

of costs (1.5%).  
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5.   Distribution of enterprises by profitability rate of net turnover 

 
In 2016, there were 1346 non-profitable enterprises, i.e. 16.2% of total number of enterprises, and 

their share in sales totalled 10.2%. Costs of non-profitable enterprises exceeded the level of revenues  

by 6.0%. 

A high share of non-profitable enterprises in total number of enterprises was, among others, 

in: manufacture of wearing apparel – 25.9% (17.2% of sales), basic metals – 24.8% (16.0% of sales), 

computer, electronic and optical products – 22.3% (11.5% of sales), repair and installation of machinery and 

equipment – 20.1% (17.4% of sales), manufacture of machinery and equipment – 19.0% (7.8% of sales), other 

transport equipment – 18.4% (11.4% of sales), manufacture of motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers – 

18.1% (6.9% of  sales), textiles – 18.1% (8.4% of sales), beverages – 17,9% (6,1% of sales), products 

of wood, cork, straw and wicker – 17.8% (13.4% of sales), manufacture of other non-metallic mineral 

products – 17.6% (11.8% of sales).  

In 2016, the number of profitable enterprises totalled  6965, while their share in sales – 89.8%. 

The largest number of profitable enterprises achieved the profitability rate of net turnover ranging from: 

2.01 to 5.00  – 1888 units and from 5.01 to 10.00 – 1848 units. 

A large share of profitable enterprises in total sales of the division was noted, among others, in: 

manufacture of pharmaceutical products – 97.4%, leather and related products – 97.0%, other manufacturing 

– 95.9%, chemicals and chemical products – 94.9%, coke and refined petroleum products – 94.6%, beverages 

– 93,9%, motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers – 93.1%, water collection, treatment and supply – 93.1%, 

manufacture of rubber and plastic products – 92.9%, electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply – 

92.8%, manufacture of machinery and equipment – 92.2%, paper and paper products – 92.2%, printing and 

reproduction of recorded media – 91.8%, manufacture of textiles – 91,6%. 

6. Employment, wages and salaries 

 
In 2016, average paid employment in industry (in enterprises employing more than 9 persons) 

equalled 2566.7 thousand persons and was by 2.2% higher than in 2015 (an increase of 1.5% in 2015). 

The grow was influenced by increase in the average paid employment in manufacturing – by 3.2% and 

in water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities – by 2.0%. Employment decreased 

in mining and quarrying – by 7.3% and in electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply – by 3.9%. 

The largest increase in average paid employment was reported in manufacture of textiles – by 8.0%, 

furniture – by 6.4%, rubber and plastic products – by 5.9%, metal products – by 5.2%, motor vehicles, trailers 

and semi-trailers – by 5.0%, in printing and reproduction of recorded media – by 4.6%, in other 

manufacturing – by 4.5%, in manufacture of basic metals – by 4.3%,  electrical equipment, coke and refined 

petroleum products – by 3.4% each, in water collection, treatment and supply – by 3.3%, in manufacture 

of chemicals and chemical products – by 3.0%. 

A decrease was recorded, among others, in mining of coal and lignite – by 9.7%, manufacture 

of beverages – by 7.0%, leather and related products – by 4.2%, wearing apparel – by 3.1%.  
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Out of  77 groups presented in table 21 in part C of this publication, an increase in average paid 

employment in 2016 was recorded in 54 industry groups, of which in 10 groups by more than 10%.  

An increase in average paid employment was reported, among others, in manufacture of instruments 

and appliances for measuring, testing and navigation; watches and clocks; manufacture of other products 

of first processing of steel; forging, pressing, stamping and roll-forming of metal; powder metallurgy; 

manufacture of grain mill products, starches and starch products; manufacture of basic precious and other 

non-ferrous metals; casting of metals; building of ships and boats; manufacture of abrasive products and non-

metallic mineral products n.e.c.; manufacture of bodies (coachwork) for motor vehicles; manufacture 

of trailers and semi-trailers; treatment and coating of metals; machining; manufacture of rubber products;  

manufacture of structural metal products; manufacture of plastic products; manufacture of parts and 

accessories for motor vehicles; manufacture of basic chemicals, fertilisers, compounds and rubber; 

manufacture of electric motors, generators, transformers and electricity distribution and control apparatus. 

Lower level of average paid employment was recorded in 23 groups, of which in 7 groups by more 

than 5%. Sharpest drops in average paid employment was recorded in cutting, shaping and finishing of stone; 

manufacture of consumer electronics; manufacture of vegetable and animal oils and fats; manufacture 

of tanks, reservoirs and containers of metal; manufacture of basic iron and steel and of ferroalloys; however, 

to a lower degree, among others, in installation of industrial machinery and equipment; manufacture 

of electronic components and boards; manufacture of railway locomotives and rolling stock; manufacture 

of agricultural and forestry machinery; manufacture of wiring and wiring devices. 

In 2016, the average monthly gross wages and salaries in industry (in enterprises employing more 

than 9 persons) equalled 4328.73 zl, and was by 3.2% higher than in 2015 (an increase of 2.6% in 2015). 

Wages and salaries increased in electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply – by 4.5%, 

in manufacturing – by 4.4%, in water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities – 

by 3.4%, however, decreased in mining and quarrying – by 2.5%. Out of divisions of manufacturing, 

an increase in wages and salaries was noted, among others, in: manufacture of leather and related products – 

by 7.9%, textiles – by 6.6%, products of wood, cork, straw and wicker – by 6.4%, computer, electronic and 

optical products – by 6.2%, wearing apparel – by 5.9%, beverages – by 5.6%, other manufacturing – by 

5.5%, furniture – by 5.4%, food products – by 5.2%, other non-metallic mineral products – by 5.1%, motor 

vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers – by 5.0%. 

A decrease in average monthly gross wages and salaries was reported in mining of coal and lignite 

– by 4.1% and in manufacture of tobacco products – by 1.4%. 

In 2016, average monthly gross wages and salaries increased in 69 industry groups out of 77 ones 

presented in table 21 in part C of this publication, of which in 3 groups by more than 10% – in forging, 

pressing, stamping and roll-forming of metal; powder metallurgy; in manufacture of abrasive products and 

non-metallic mineral products n.e.c.; manufacture of air and spacecraft. 

Furthermore the increase was noted, among others, in manufacture of instruments and appliances 

for measuring, testing and navigation; watches and clocks; manufacture of tanks, reservoirs and containers 

of metal; manufacture of clay building materials; manufacture of communication equipment; processing and 
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preserving of fruit and vegetables; manufacture of medical and dental instruments and supplies; manufacture 

of refractory products; manufacture of dairy products; manufacture of vegetable and animal oils and fats; 

manufacture of motor vehicles; manufacture of parts and accessories for motor vehicles; preparation and 

spinning of textile fibres; manufacture of glass and glass products; manufacture of articles of concrete, 

cement and plaster. 

Lower level of average monthly gross wages and salaries, as compared to the previous year, was 

recorded in 8 groups, with sharpest drops in manufacture of other electrical equipment; manufacture 

of consumer electronics; manufacture of railway locomotives and rolling stock; manufacture of coke oven 

products; however, the lowest in manufacture of tubes, pipes hollow profiles and related fitting, of steel; in 

manufacture of soap, detergents, perfumes and toilet preparations.  

In terms of the level of wages and salaries, the following divisions were more pronounced 

(as in the previous year): manufacture of coke and refined petroleum products (7813.24 zl), mining of coal 

and lignite (6905.43 zl), electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply (6857.54 zl), manufacture of 

tobacco products (6341.30 zl), pharmaceutical products (6048.31 zl), beverages (5894.84 zl), repair and 

installation of machinery and equipment (5077.85 zl), manufacture of chemicals and chemical products 

(5010.22 zl).  

Enterprises (employing more than 49 persons) considerably differed in terms of the level of average 

monthly gross wages and salaries. In 2016, wages and salaries in the range up to 1850.00 zl were paid out 

by 104 enterprises generating 0.2% of sold production and employing 0.5% of total number of employees.  

The largest number of enterprises – 1385 – paid out the average monthly gross wages and salaries 

in the range of 1850.01 zl to 2500.00 zl. These enterprises generated 3.4% of sold production and employed 

8.2% of all employees. A quite numerous group, comprising 1231 enterprises, paid out the average monthly 

gross wages and salaries in the range of 3000.01 zl to 3500.00 zl (they generated 8.1% of sold production and 

employed 13.7% of employees). However, 1106 enterprises which generated 11.0% of sold production and 

employed 14.6% of employees, were in the range of 3500.01 to 4000.00 zl. 

The highest share in sold production was contributed by a group of 822 enterprises with average 

monthly gross wages and salaries of over 5500.01 zl. These enterprises generated 43.5% of sold production 

while employing 25.2% of total employees. 

 

7. Investment outlays 
 

In 2016, total outlays of industrial enterprises (keeping accounting ledgers, employing more than 49 

persons) amounted to 77.8 bn zl and decreased by 7.9% (in current prices) as compared to the previous year 

(an increase of 14.0% in 2015). A decrease in investment outlays was noted in water supply; sewerage, waste 

management and remediation activities – by 51.3% (an increase of 9.3% in the preceding year), in electricity, 

gas, steam and air conditioning supply – by 18.6% (an increase of 27.4% in the preceding year), in mining 

and quarrying – by 6.8% (against a decrease of 22.5% in the preceding year). A growth of outlays was noted 

in manufacturing – by 4.4% (against an increase of 14.4% in the preceding year). 
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Investment outlays in manufacturing accounted for 60.9% (against 53.8% in the previous year) 

of total outlays in industry, outlays in electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply – 28.3% 

(against 32.0%), in mining and quarrying – 6.9% (against 6.9%) and in water supply; sewerage, waste 

management and remediation activities – 3.9% (against 7.3%). 

In 2016, as compared to the year 2015, the highest decrease in outlays was observed, among others, 

in: water collection, treatment and supply – by 52.0% (against an increase of 15.5% in the previous year), 

waste collection, treatment and disposal activities; materials recovery – by 48.8% (against an increase 

of 14.3% in the previous year), manufacture of  leather and related products – by 35.8% (against an increase 

of 7.7% in the previous year), manufacture of products of wood, cork, straw and wicker – by 21.6% (against 

an increase of 71.4% in the previous year), manufacture of pharmaceutical products – by 18.3% (against 

an increase of 50.4% in the previous year). A decrease was observed also in: manufacture of furniture – 

by 15.9%, printing and reproduction of recorded media – by 13.7%, other transport  equipment – by 11.7%, 

computer, electronic and optical products – by 10.7%, metal products – by 7.8%.  

An increase in outlays was observed, among others, in: manufacture of tobacco products – by 

65.8%, textiles – by 53.8%, repair and installation of machinery and equipment – by 33.3%, manufacture of 

coke and refined petroleum products – by 28.5%, basic metals – by 20.2%, electronic and optical products – 

by 15.3%, beverages – by 10.8%, rubber and plastic products – by 10.0%, other non-metallic mineral 

products – by 9.9%, food products – by 4.3%, motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers – by 4.2% and paper 

and paper products – by 3.0%.  

Total value of cost calculation of investments newly started in industry in 2016 equalled 33.3 bn zl 

and was by 8.1% lower than in the preceding year, when a 7.0% growth was noted . A drop year on year in 

the value of cost calculation of investment occurred, among others, in: manufacture of chemicals and 

chemical products, in electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply, manufacture of pharmaceutical 

products and furniture. A growth in the value of cost calculation of investment, was reported in: manufacture 

of coke and refined petroleum products, textiles, waste collection, treatment and disposal activities; materials 

recovery, manufacture of machinery and equipment, computer, electronic and optical products.
