Flash estimate of Gross Domestic Product in 
the 4rd quarter of 2017 
 

According to a flash estimate, gross domestic product 
(GDP) in volume terms seasonally unadjusted was higher 
by 5.1% in the 4th quarter of 2017 compared with the 4th 
quarter of 2016. 

 

 

 

 

In the 4th quarter of 2017 seasonally adjusted GDP (constant prices, reference year 2010) was 

higher by 1.0% than in the previous quarter and 4.3% higher than in the 4th quarter of the 

previous year. 

Seasonally unadjusted GDP (constant average prices of the previous year) was higher by 5.1% 

than in the corresponding quarter of the previous year.
